Fulfilling His Calling
Many have heard the phrase “Where God Guides, He provides.” We have  been providing service for His Word for over 19 years ( Started M.O.M. started April 2001}.   

We have mentioned that the reason to go into ministry is not for the money.  Our “pay grade” is way below that of Jesus.  Jesus, who never drew a salary or got paid for doing ministry.

We are often asked how much we get paid.  We reply that we don’t get paid..  They reply, then you do it for free?  Our response is that we wished it was free.  We actually pay to present God’s plan.  Our payment that often comes years later is individuals coming into the family of God.  But then, what greater gift or payment is there?
As we look at the out of pocket expense, we often ask God if this is where he wants us to be.  We say, “God, you are not providing.”  God replies, “Have I not provided the locations for your meetings and for your programs?”  yes God, that is true.  God replies, “Have I not provided the inmates to attend services and do the correspondence with?”   Yes God again you are there.  God asks “”Do I get you to and from your destinations?”   Again you are faithful God.  God asks “Did I not give you the Bible for a map of life?  Yes God, that has been very helpful,  God asks “”Did I give you the greatest gift I could give, namely my son Jesus Christ, so that you can receive salvation.” God, truly there is no greater gift.  God, I guess that actually it is finances that worry me.  ´Freely ye have received, freely also give.  
God I don’t understand.  “God replied that when you were seeking a Career. You wanted to go to seminary and get into ministry.  I had you learn a secular job so you could have financial security in the future and not have to take out of the funding of the ministry.

In looking at expenses, we often see the cost but don’t realize the return.

Bryon with Central Valley Wholesale Liquidators, Visalia, CA. donated 12 reams of printer paper to print the 350 copies (68 pages each in half page format – 17 sheets each) of the Volume 110 Newsletter for mailing and donated another 12 reams to print additional 50 copies of the newsletter to be mailed out and printing 20 of the full size newsletters to be handed out.  Also printing 40 copies of the 72 page list of Resources (half page format). Value of the donated paper is $ 144.00.
Purchased toner for printouts was $ 68.18
6 X 9 envelopes cost $ 87.65.

Postage for mailing the 350 copies of Volume 110 newsletters was $ 490.00 
(Postage was $ 1.40 each).
This one mailing had a cost of $ 789.63 – our highest cost single day mailing.

Our main concern is with the increasing costs and decreasing income.  Most of the expenses are handled by Chaplain Bob and Sister Linda from their retirement checks. We have several of our volunteers that donate.  Occasionally we have an inmate or two donate towards the mailing of the List of Resources ( Donation now suggested at $4.00 ).
We thought that M.O.M. would be closing its doors and its P.O. Box.  But God came through,

Just want to share a bit of encouragement with you all.  I have read letters of great joy, happiness and hope in people’s lives as responses come back after reading the “Letter From M.O.M. Newsletter.  
I thank God for my husband that he is faithful in this ministry.  Bob can be found daily in the computer room updating or adding to the coming month’s newsletter if he is not up in the hills taking care of the property maintenance or out at the jail facility or prison.” 
As I read the letters of joy I also come across some individuals that tell of their testimonies of the saddest situations and of how God has brought them to know that all things are possible with God. When resentment, bitterness and anger take hold of a person’s heart it is shown by actions and words that cut right through the heart which is just another ploy of the enemy to destroy you and your relationships.  I know that pain,

bitterness, anger, rage and sadness,  that was so overwhelming in my life that I just wanted to end it all since I was very young.  I am here today because Jesus died on the cross for me to LIVE and I want to share this hope with you too.

I used to model for Frenchy Stafford Modeling School when I first came to

Visalia 20 years ago. I could not afford the fees so Frenchy asked me if I

would like to exchange cleaning her house for her.

Yes! was my quick response not knowing at the time that God had sent her

to me for encouragement that would help me see  and understand others and situations in a different light. It made a difference in my life for my self esteem and was a great aid for me to speak in public.  Frenchy took her time to do a one on one session with me and before I knew it I was modeling at several of the malls, Tulare County Fair, singing and fill in as MC when she was unable to do it. It takes one simple act of kindness and the love of God that shines through you when you know the Master. I thank

God for Frenchy, may she rest in peace.
One of the eye opening experiences I had was when I had the opportunity at my old church to have the young ladies from some of the group homes to model leisure, summer, and glamour and work attire.  I met with the ladies, had them write down some points to remember regarding clothes fitting properly, posture, facial expressions etc..etc…etc…anyway it made a big difference in their lives about themselves and how they relate to others.  There were many tears as sadness was being transformed into hope before my eyes.    They realized that, yes indeed, God loved them and that they really were God’s children and He never let go of us but we let go of God.

Thank you Jesus!

When we read His truth, it gives us hope and strength to give up our baggage at His feet.  We ask Jesus to forgive us, believe it and live a life that glorifies our Lord. We must know for a fact, 100% that we are a royal priesthood and must act upon it accordingly.  II Peter 2:9-17. PSALMS 67
Verse 1   “May God be merciful and bless us, may His Face smile with favor upon us.”

     The title of this Psalm is “Make Your Face Shine Upon Us.” It is by an unknown author.   When the Israelites were in the wilderness, God told Moses that no one was able to see His Face because then they would die.  (Exodus 33:20)  The reason is that due to their sinful nature, no one is able to see the Lord in all His Glory.  On the day that Jesus returns, all believers will be given new bodies like the one that Jesus has.  “When Christ, who is our life, is revealed, then you will also be revealed with Him in Glory.” (Colossians 3:4) (NASB) Not only have we received these new bodies, we will be able to see God in all His Glory.

     “For I will be merciful to the unrighteousness, and their sins and their lawless deeds, I will remember no more.”(NKJV)    This is found in Hebrews 8:12.  The Lord is merciful to all those who have accepted Jesus as their personal Savior.   He has even promised to remember their sins no more.  Because He sent Jesus to die on the cross as the perfect sacrifice, He is able to do this.  The Lord told Moses to tell the people that He would bless them and keep them.   (Number 6:24)  Those whom the Lord has blessed will receive His Mercy.  

     There is a saying that a smile can light up a whole room.  It may have started in order to life the spirits of people who are in a bad mood.  In the book of Proverbs, it states that a good man will obtain favor from God.  (Proverbs 12:2a) God grants all of His children favor because He loves them.  Genesis 6:8 says “But Noah found favor in the Eyes of the Lord.” (ESV)  Noah is just one example of God smiling with favor on those whom He loves. 

Verse 2     “May Your ways be known throughout the earth, Your saving power among people everywhere.”

     Wherever people look, they are able to see the power of God in everything around them.  This is due to the fact that He is the Creator of everything.   “He is the rock, His works are perfect, and all His ways are just.   A faithful God who does no wrong, upright and just is He.” (Deuteronomy 32:4) (NIV) This is the reason why all believers should be telling others about the wonders of God’s powers.  Then they will be brought into His family and be under His love. Jesus told the disciples to make disciples of all the nations. (Matthew 28:19) 

     The Lord sent His Son, Jesus, to save people from their sin.  “For the Son of man came to save that which is lost.”(KJV)  Jesus said this in Matthew 18:11.  Due to the disobedience of Adam, all of mankind is lost in sin.  Paul wrote that the wages of sin is death.  (Romans 6:23)       Since God is holy, He is not able to abide in the presence of sin.  Jesus did not have any sin in Him which is why He is able to save people from their sin.

Verse 3     “May the nations praise You, O God, yes, may all nations praise You.”

     In this verse, the word nations can also mean people.  When people or nations are praising God, they are giving Him glory and honor. The prophet Isaiah had a vision where he saw seraphim, which are a type of angel.  “And one called at another and said, “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts, the whole earth is full of His glory.” (Isaiah 6:2)(NASB) all believers should be saying the same thing.  We are to tell others of His glory and of His wonderful deeds. (1 Chronicles 16:24)  This is just one way that the children of God can give Him praise. 

     This verse is another example of where something is repeated.  It means that it is important for us to learn.  Paul wrote that praise cannot come from men but only from God.  (Romans 2:29)  In Revelation 19:5, the Bible says, “Then a voice came from the throne, saying “Praise our God, all you His servants, you who fear Him, both small and great!”(NIV)  Even though this was heard in heaven, it should also be heard on earth today.  All those who believe should be praising Him all the time.  The children of God make up His holy nation and as such, we should be giving Him the praise that he deserves. 

Verse 4     “Let the whole world sing for joy because You govern the nations with justice and guide the people of the whole world.”

     Nehemiah led a group of Israelites to Jerusalem when they were held in captivity in Babylon.  “Then he said to them, “Go your way, eat the fat and drink sweet wine and send portions to anyone who has nothing, for this day is holy to our Lord.  And do not be grieved, for the joy of the Lord is your strength.”(ESV)  This is found in Nehemiah 8:10.   He said this to the people after he had read them the law.  When believers are living in the joy of the Lord, we are able to find strength. (Ephesians 3:18)  It is available through the love that God has for all those who are part of His family.  We should be joyful for the love.

     Isaiah wrote that when Christ comes, the government would be upon His shoulders. (Isaiah 9:6)  The Jewish leaders did not fully understand this.  They assumed that when the Messiah came, He would reign over them as their king.  The problem is that Jesus first had to come to save the world from sin.  That is why He came the first time.  When He comes for the second time, He will reign over the world.  “Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were called in one body, and be thankful.” (Colossians 3:15) (NASB)  Jesus will not only rule over all believers, but He will also rule our lives.  

Verse 5     “May the nation praise You, O God, yes, may all the nations praise You.”

     This verse is identical to verse 3.  That means that it is very important for us to learn.  Therefore all the nations of the earth should be giving Him the praise that He is due. 

Ephesians 1:6 states “To the praise of the glory of His grace, wherein He hath made us accepted in the beloved.”(KJV)  Through His great love that He has for all of His children, we are accepted in His sight.  This was achieved by the blood that Jesus shed on the cross.  We should be always praising God for this.  It does no matter if they are going through a good time or through a rough patch.  Paul even wrote that we can count it as a blessing when we suffer for Christ’s sake. (Philippians 1:27-30)  In our times of suffering, we should be still giving God praise. 

     All praise that is given to God is special to Him.  Churches will sing songs of praise to Him as a form of praise.  When the people of Israel left Egypt, they sang a song of praise to God. (Exodu 15)  They were thanking God for rescuing them.  “Seven times a day, I praise You, because of Your righteous judgments. “(NKJV)  This is found in Psalm 119:164.  We should be praising the Lord all the time because of all that He has done for us.

Verse 6     “Then the earth will yield it’s harvest, and God, our God, will richly bless us.”

     The Jewish people celebrated two festivals called The Feast of the Harvest and The Feast of the Ingathering.  Both of these were done to celebrate the harvest.  The Lord wanted the Israelites to give Him the first portion of the harvest as a tithe to Him.  It was done to thank Him for what He had done for them.  (Exodus 23:14)  “While the earth remains, seed time and harvest, and cold and heat, and summer and winter, and day and night shall not erase.”  (Genesis 8:22)(NASB) God said this after He promised to never flood the earth again.  So until the day that Jesus returns, the earth will always yield it’s harvest. 

     In the Sermon on the Mount, one of the things that Jesus talked about was the Beatitudes.  Each one of them starts with the word “blessed.”  (Matthew 5:3-12)  They are designed to teach all believers, how we are to act and how God is going to bless us. “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in Christ with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places.” (Ephesians 1:3) (ESV)   Paul is teaching that anyone who is in the Lord will be blessed by Him.  

Verse 7     “Yes, God will bless us, and people all over the world will fear Him.”

     Ezekiel 34:26 says “I will make them and the places all around My hill a blessing: and I will cause showers to come down in their season, there shall be showers of blessing.” (NKJV)   The word “showers” does not simply mean the rain that comes down to water the earth.  It also means the blessings that God gives to His children.  There is a song lyric that goes as our prayers go up, the blessings come down.  All believers need to realize this.  The Bible even says that when we give our tithes to the Lord, He will pour down blessing upon us.  (Malachi 3:10)  Most people assume that tithing is giving money to the church, but, in reality, it can be our time and our works as well. 

     The word “fear” is used in this verse as a form of reverence. God promised the people of Israel that He would be with them and they did not need to fear. (Isaiah 41:10)  In this verse, fear means to be afraid.  But when the Lord is with us, we do not need to be afraid of our enemies.  Peter wrote “Show proper respect to everyone.  Love the brotherhood of brother, fear God, honor our King.”(1 Peter 2:17) (NIV)   The believer’s fear of God is where they are showing Him respect and giving Him the honor and praise that He is due.
